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ABSTRACT:

After summing up almost completely, the process of privatization of the
public companies of transport in South America (ferrovias and ports), the process of concentration of
the sailing lines (alliances, coalitions and acquisitions) and the participation of the company in the port
scenery has been allowing the growth of the marine transport and, consequently, a larger container
traffic in the world.

The objectives of the healthy work is to analyze the behavior of ithe
container traffic due to the great competitiveness of the sailing lines, generated by the modernization
of the ships, the consolidation of the marine section and the deregulation of the port section, factors
that are favoring Latin Ameérica’s international trade. The importance of the marine transport of container
will stand out in latin america, its growth in the traditional markets and its penetration in new markets,
results that will be presented in function of the analysis of transported loads. In the same way, it will be
outstanding the reaction of the countries Latin-American front o the new commercial organization, the
technological progress, the globalization of the information and the logistics. Basedi on those factors,
analysis will be made to create and to apply reforms that will determine the way for which the marine
transport will have to execute its function in exchange of the goods.
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1.-INTRODUGAO

Com o surgimento da era industrial nos
finais do século passado, gerou-se um grande
intercAmbio de mercadorias entre paises, o qual
se intensificou ainda mais a partir da aplicacéo
de produgao em série (época de Ford, 1908) no
inicio deste século.

Nessa época, o fransporte para
produtos (manufaturados) originou uma série
de problemas nos diversos modos de trans-
porte, especialmente para o maritimo. A
inexisténcia de embalagem padrao dificultava
0 manuseio, estivagem e transporte das car-
gas. Tudo isso refletiu-se em muitas horas de
operacao e altos custos.

Nas ultimas décadas, houve um reno-
vado interesse na idéia de integrar os servicos
de mais de um modo de transporte, tornar mais
rapidas as entregas, reduzir o tempo de trénsito
e evitar furtos e perdas das cargas. O transpor-
te integrado iniciou-se e se generalizou a partir
da criacdo do contéiner, pois este permite sua
transferéncia intermodal (uso de diversos mo-
dos de transporte). O contéiner consiste numa
caixa padronizada, usualmente metalica, dota-
do de cantos especiais para fixacao e
empilhamento. A sua origem remonta ao sécu-
lo XIX, na Inglaterra, tomando grande impulso
comercial na década de 30, devido sobretudo
20s seguinte fatores:

° Redugao nos custos de manuseio (espe-
cialmente dos servicos portuarios);
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
